Beckers Green KS2 supplementary reading curriculum 
Intention: To expose the pupils to different genres and styles of texts during their reading skills lessons. Children focus on a class novel for three days in the week. 
Implementation: KS2 to spend 1 session per week on a different text type. Each term, pupils are taught about texts that are suitable for the phase and adapted for the cohort. Lessons are recorded in the pupil’s reading skills book.  EYFS and KS1 are exposed to different text types as part of their reading cycle (approximately two weeks). 
Impact: Exposure to different text types will widen their vocabulary, develop their love of reading and support their understanding of different text types. Children will be able to draw on their reading to recognise different styles and features.  Texts are chosen to coincide with foundation subjects, in particular history and science.
