How tall can plants grow?

Does the size of the seed planted affect the size of the mature plant?

No! – a little seed doesn’t always mean a little plant, and a big seed doesn’t always mean a big plant. 
Some seeds need light to germinate, whilst others can germinate in darkness. All seeds need water to germinate, oxygen and the correct temperature.
